2010 Funding Guidelines
How to Submit Proposals
Please submit a letter that briefly and concisely  
describes the purpose of the grant, including:

• �a statement of the program’s aims and benefit  
to the Church

• �background information on the applicant  
organization

• �the program’s projected time frame and  
anticipated results

• �methods for evaluating the program and  
disseminating results

In addition, the following documents should  
be attached: 
• �Expense and income budget for conduct  

of the program

• �Financial statements for the previous year,  
including sources of income and the most  
recent audit

• �Viable financing plans for continuing  
the program

• �Board of Directors list for the applicant’s  
organization 

Evaluation
Evaluation procedures must be formulated during 
the initial planning of a program. Evaluation can 
take place in the middle of a program or at the end 
of a grant period. 

Application Deadlines

The Trinity Grants Board considers requests in  
February, May and November. International  
proposals must be received three months prior  
to a Grants Board meeting:

• November 1 for the February meeting

• February 1 for the May meeting

• August 1 for the November meeting

Metropolitan New York and Spiritual Formation 
proposals should be received at least two months 
prior to a Board meeting. Because staff review  
may take time, applicants are urged to submit  
proposals well in advance. All materials are  
promptly acknowledged upon receipt.

Notices of funding awards are sent after Vestry 
consideration. Applicants whose proposals cannot 
be funded are also notified soon after a decision  
is made.

Spiritual Formation

Target Allocation: $382,000

Investments in young adult service initiatives that 
offer opportunities for full-time service and life 
within intentional spiritual community, with a 
particular focus on the launch of new program sites 
sponsored by Episcopal dioceses, congregations, or 
affiliated agencies. 

Metropolitan New York

Target Allocation: $787,500

The Trinity Grants Program serves metropolitan 
New York by funding, convening, and providing 
technical assistance to leaders and organizations 
that raise a generation of leaders for social trans-
formation, with a special focus on the seven New 
York City communities that provide many inmates 
to New York State prisons. For 2010, we have two 
strategies to support the next generation:

Providing Equal Access to a True Education
• �To strengthen public schools through grassroots 

involvement by Episcopal faith communities and 
their allies.

2010 Funding Objectives 
Supporting Jobs & Economic Opportunity
• �To identify effective ways the Episcopal Church 

can increase access to living wage jobs and  
economic opportunity for young people between 
the ages of 16 and 24, especially in the seven  
New York City neighborhoods that provide  
more than fifty-percent of inmates to New York 
State prisons.

Trinity Transformational Fellows
This initiative provides $25,000 for a six-week 
sabbatical to outstanding lay and clergy leaders  
so that they may renew and strengthen their work 
in social transformation. Trinity Transformational  
Fellows are announced annually on Ascension Day 
and are chosen by “spotters” who remain anonymous. 
Trinity Fellows are asked to recommend occasional 
proposals for funding that support “raising a 
generation” but fall outside the core grantmaking 
strategies.

Anglican Communion in Africa

Total Allowance: $997,868

Funding supports the Church’s efforts to be  
self-sustaining and engaged in partnerships for  
and with the next generation to manifest God’s 
Mission in local communities. Key areas are:

• �Leadership & Contextual Education, including 
Theological Education by Extension (TEE),  
that develops strong local leaders: lay, clergy, and  
bishops, to organize their communities for  
transformational change.

• �Microfinance & Vocational Training for women 
and young people to improve the next generation’s 
quality of life. 

• �Peacebuilding & Reconciliation to build com-
munity and promote reconciliation in countries 
experiencing or emerging from conflict.

• �Financial Sustainability & Stewardship to 
strengthen resources for mission through  
investments and stewardship. Proposals will  
be accepted beginning in April, 2011.

Telecommunications

Target Allocation: $462,000

Telecommunications funding seeks to strengthen the 
global Church’s capacity for Mission through access 
to data and information. A primary focus is funding 
the creation of databases and online libraries  
for seminaries and other Anglican/Episcopal  
institutions in the Global South with limited  
funding for communication technology such  
as internet access and email, in newly created 
provinces and dioceses. Priority is given to those 
programs that make these resources available to 
seminarians and the next generation of Church 
leaders, particularly in the Global South. 

Global Partners

Target Allocation: $101,850

The Global Partners program seeks to strengthen 
the Anglican Communion through increased  
companion relationships for mission and  
recognition of shared challenges and solutions. 
These grants are open to existing and emerging 
relationships between dioceses and seminaries in 
the Episcopal Church of the United States and the 
Global South, as well as South-South partnerships 
between organizations in Latin America,  
Asia/Oceania, or Africa. Successful projects address 
an issue that both partners identify as important, 
are jointly planned and executed, and involve the 
mutual exchange of skills, resources, and best 
practices. Applications involving Anglican seminaries 
and institutions in the Global South must have 
approval from the local bishop or archbishop.



Limitations
The Trinity Grants Board will not entertain  
proposals for the following:

• �Support for programs that do not have the  
active involvement and participation of an  
Anglican/Episcopal church jurisdiction

• �Scholarships for study or assistance to any  
individuals

• �Purchase of land or construction or renovation  
of buildings

• Establishment of endowment funds

• �General operating expenses of established organi-
zations (except through specific program/budget)

• Funding of deficits

• �Operation of neighborhood service facilities such 
as preschools, daycare and community centers, 
orphanages, shelters

• �Feeding programs, emergency relief, or disaster 
response (except in the case of an invited proposal 
or special initiative)

• Arts and cultural programs

• Repetition of “one-time” grants

Global Partners funding has the following three 
additional limitations:
• �Programs must have the active involvement of  

at least two Anglican/Episcopal jurisdictions.

• �Proposals involving Anglican seminaries or 
organizations in the Global South must have  
approval from the local bishop.

• �Travel, lodging, or other logistical costs  
associated with travel from the United States to 
the Global South and any U.S. staffing costs will 
not be funded.

Special Opportunity
Special Opportunity proposals are received  
by invitation only, and come about when  
Trinity Wall Street learns of special programs  
and initiatives that merit attention because  
they will make a major contribution to the  
life of the Episcopal Church.
