MAKE NATIONAL RADIO DEBUT IN 

'TWAS THE NIGHT BEFORE A NEW YORK CHRISTMAS 
Based on Clement Clark Moore’s classic poem, 
A Visit from St. Nicholas
New York, December 12, 2008 – Tune into Public International Radio (PRI) this month to hear the Trinity Wall Street Choristers, lower Manhattan’s foremost youth choir, in their national radio debut in 'Twas the Night Before a New York Christmas, produced by Malcolm Bruno.  The Choristers provided music, sound effects and newfound acting skills for this drama inspired by the classic Clement Clarke Moore poem, A Visit from St. Nicholas.  The play time-shifts between the Victorian era of the 1820’s, when Moore was writing the poem and contemporary New York as a young boy rediscovers the magic of Christmas through the poem.
The 25 Choristers, boys and girls ages 10 to 18, spent several hours recreating the sounds of Christmas by singing hymns and carols and pretending to be a “Callathumpian Band,” the slang term for the infamous rough and roving boy gangs of nineteenth century New York.
'Twas the Night Before a New York Christmas will be heard on public radio stations across the nation through December.  To find a station and program listing for your area, visit www.pri.org.
