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Trinity Institute’s 2009 National Theological Conference
To Include Over 80 Partner Sites in the U.S., Canada and U.K.
Radical Abundance: A Theology of Sustainability
January 21-23, 2009

NEW YORK, December 9, 2008—The 2009 Trinity Institute National Theological Conference will be available to offsite participants through an international network of more than 79 partners in the United States, Canada, and England.  The conference, Radical Abundance: A Theology of Sustainability, will take place at Trinity Church in New York City from January 21 through January 23, 2009.  Panelists Majora Carter, Timothy J. Gorringe, David C. Korten, Néstor O. Míguez, and Miriam MacGillis will reimagine an abundant world measured not by consumer satisfaction, but by just and sustainable relations with nature and communities.  Conference participants will consider how churches can be leaders in redefining the “good life” to achieve lasting sustainability; rethinking how we measure abundance; and how greening” our parishes can open doors to social ecology and build stronger communities.
Trinity Wall Street began webcasting the Trinity Institute conference to partner sites in 2006, expanding the reach beyond those attending the conference in person to include churches, cathedrals, seminaries, and other organizations.  Mirroring the onsite conference, partners are able to access in real or delayed time keynote presentations and panel discussions, participate in question and answer sessions, and coordinate their own facilitated breakout groups using prepared materials provided by Trinity Institute.  Some partners chose to present the conference at a later date.
Partner sites use the conference to enhance faith formation resources, build local community, and generate conversation among diverse groups.  Partners also enjoy an up-close view of the entire proceedings.  “As a Trinity Institute partner, we are able to bring—via the web—world class speakers to our community and enhance our parish’s educational offerings. The conference presents emerging and inclusive theological perspectives and engages participants in inquiry, dialogue, and reflection.  Theological reflection groups are assembled both onsite and at partner sites and provide opportunities to arrive at a deeper understanding of the presentations through peer learning, reflect on how to integrate conference themes with life and work, and build community with colleagues.  Participants from all faith traditions are welcomed. 

ABOUT TRINITY WALL STREET 

Located at the head of Wall Street, Trinity Church has been part of New York City’s and our nation’s history since its charter in 1697. Today, the organization has grown to include many important areas of focus and is collectively known as Trinity Wall Street.  Most importantly, Trinity Wall Street is an Episcopal parish offering daily worship services and faith formation programs at Trinity Church, St. Paul’s Chapel, and online at trinitywallstreet.org.  In addition, Trinity Wall Street includes Trinity Grants, providing $72 million in funding to 85 countries since 1972; John Heuss House, a twenty-four hour drop-in shelter; St. Margaret’s House, providing subsidized housing to the elderly and disabled; Trinity Preschool; Trinity Institute, an annual theological conference; an extensive arts program presenting more than 100 concerts each year through Concerts @ One, the Trinity Choir, and the Trinity Choristers; and Trinity Real Estate, which manages the parish’s six million square feet of commercial real estate in lower Manhattan. 
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
