
Trinity Wall Street Responds to the Earthquake in Haiti
New York, NY, January 21, 2010 - - In response to the massive earthquake that shook the country of Haiti on January 12, 2010, the Rector, Vestry, and Wardens of Trinity Wall Street have approved the allocation of $100,000 to provide relief in Haiti as a first step. The funds will be provided for working directly with the Rev. Canon Oge Beauvoir, dean of the Theological Seminary of the Episcopal Church of Haiti and former program associate with the Trinity Grants Program, the Sisters of the Society of St. Margaret as well as joining efforts with the Diocese of New York and Episcopal Relief and Development. 
“As we watch the devastation from the earthquake in Haiti unfold, we extend our thoughts and prayers to that nation and its people,” said the Rev. Dr. James H. Cooper, rector of Trinity Wall Street.  “Trinity has long-standing mission ties to this part of the world and as we did for the victims of Hurricane Katrina and the tsunami in South Asia, we will be making a long term commitment to helping in their recovery.  We encourage members of the Trinity community, near and far, to give generously to support the relief and recovery efforts.”

A special donation page has been set up on Trinity’s website, www.trinitywallstreet.org/haiti, to provide funds for Trinity mission in Haiti – the work of the Seminary and the Sisters of St. Margaret, as well as links to Episcopal Relief & Development's Haiti Fund and Partners in Health Earthquake Relief.  Special, clearly marked collection boxes have been set up at the entrance to both Trinity Church and St. Paul’s Chapel for those who would like to give that way.
