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HOLY WEEK AND EASTER AT 
TRINITY WALL STREET MIXES THE TRADITIONAL WITH THE NEW
With a virtual vigil for Maundy Thursday and a Good Friday online multimedia presentation, Trinity Wall Street will provide an opportunity to experience the drama of Holy Week in contemporary formats
New York, NY, March 17, 2010—Mixing traditional observances with new media components, Trinity Wall Street will be enhancing its Holy Week and Easter experience by offering a variety of unique and interactive events to mark this special time of year.  Using multimedia slideshows, social networks such as Twitter and Facebook, and live audio and visual feeds, Trinity will provide users with an opportunity to experience the sacred rituals of the season in contemporary formats.  

Beginning on Palm Sunday, March 28 at 10:30am the parish will offer a combined service that begins at St. Paul’s Chapel with the blessing of the palm branches followed by a festive and musical procession down Broadway to Trinity Church for the continuation of the liturgy.  Trinity will also be offering a live audio stream of the Tenebrae for Holy Week service that will take place on Wednesday, March 31, from 6pm-7pm.  For this service, which has the feel through music and setting of something ancient and mysterious, Trinity Church is lit only by special candles which are extinguished in succession as the Trinity Choir sings a series of penitential Psalms, canticles and Gregorian chant.  The service concludes with a loud noise blasted from the organ symbolizing the earthquake at the time of the resurrection.
On Thursday, April 1, 2010, Trinity will present Keeping the Vigil Online, which invites participants to keep Maundy Thursday vigil "virtually" using a live stream on Trinity’s website, trinitywallstreet.org, beginning at 8pm and ending on Friday, April 2, at 11:30 am.   Participants will sign up online for a time slot in advance, and return during the Vigil where they will be directed in prayer.  Prayers will be posted every hour along with instructions for the Vigil Keepers.  The prayers will also be tweeted hourly on the parish's Twitter feed at TrinityWallSt.  

On Good Friday, Friday, April 2, Trinity will present on its website Good Friday in the City: An Online Pilgrimage.  This unique online, multimedia presentation will feature Good Friday events and services from all five boroughs including the Haitian Congregation of the Good Samaritan in the Bronx; St. James Church in Manhattan; and a combined service with all Staten Island clergy at St. Mary's Church, Castleton, Staten Island; and Church of the Holy Apostles, Windsor Terrace, Brooklyn; among others.
Trinity Wall Street staff will be traveling around the city telling the dramatic Good Friday story through photo galleries, interviews, and general reporting. The feature will be updated as the day goes on in near-real time.
The Way of the Cross, Trinity’s traditional Good Friday Stations of the Cross rite, begins at the steps of Trinity Church and proceeds through the streets of Lower Manhattan, stopping at key stations for prayer and meditation from 3pm-4pm. The stations include the New York Stock Exchange, the World Trade Center, and St. Paul's Chapel.
Additional services include the Great Vigil of Easter with Holy Baptism on Easter Eve and an Easter Day worship webcast featuring the Trinity Choir and Trinity Brass.  A complete list of services is attached.

Located at the head of Wall Street, Trinity Church has been part of New York City’s and our nation’s history since its charter in 1697. Today, the organization has grown to include many important areas of focus and is collectively known as Trinity Wall Street.  Most importantly, Trinity Wall Street is an Episcopal parish offering daily worship services and faith formation programs at Trinity Church, St. Paul’s Chapel, and online at trinitywallstreet.org.
