A multimedia series, Anglican Communion Stories incorporates video, photography and audio to illustrate how people in the global Communion are working together for the kingdom of God.  Currently, the Anglican Communion Stories series includes stories from Uruguay, London, South Dakota, New Orleans, Ghana, Texas, Washington, Iowa, Florida, Haiti, Dominican Republic, Missouri and Sudan.  The longer-form videos are produced by Trinity Wall Street’s Television and New Media division and narrated by senior video producer Jim Melchiorre. The slideshows were submitted by parishes for inclusion in the series. 

Linda Hanick, vice president of communications at Trinity Wall Street, stated, “The Anglican Communion Stories were conceived and produced to encourage awareness and conversation about the work that is being realized around the Communion. The Abundant Table Organic Food Project is the latest video installment in the series and tells the story of five interns—“sister friends”—living and working in intentional community on a 10 acre farm on the Oxnard Plain in California.  This internship program grew out of the campus ministry founded by the Episcopal Church at California State University Channel Islands and Episcopal Service Corps.  The video story captures the women at work on the farm, in community with others as they take their produce to market, worshipping and living together.
